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hambliss Center for Children is very fortunate to have wonderful foster

families, and a tremendous staff in our Residential Program who support
them. When we receive calls from the State of Tennessee about children who
have been removed from their home due to abuse, abandonment, or neglect,
our priority is to find them a safe, loving family to care for them while we work
on reunification with the biological family. Unfortunately, reunification is not
always possible. Many times, our amazing foster families step up to become
the forever family for the children they have
fostered. In fact, there are eight adoptions
we have recently facilitated or are on the
horizon. Below, a new adoptive mother
shares her experience.

For years, we had occasionally
discussed foster care as a means of sharing
the Gospel, but had yet to come to a final
decision on it. Our struggle with infertility
helped in making our decision. We had
love to give and room for more in our
home. At the beginning of January 2015,
we were approved as foster parents, and
at the end of the month, we got the call
for our first placement. It was a sibling
group of three, ages 6, 5, and 10 months
old. We absolutely did not expect our first
placement as foster parents to be three
children, but we were excited and wanted
the children to be able to stay together, so
we said yes. The night they came quickly
became a blur of faces in and out of our
home with visitors, case workers, and
paperwork needing to be signed. After
everyone had gone and it was just the two
of us again, now with three young children
added, the weight of it all began to settle. How do we convince this little
S-year-old boy to eat dinner when he just wanted to wait to eat when he got
back home? How do we console a 10-month-old that is scared and crying for
“Momma”? How do we explain to the 6-year-old sister that she doesn't have
to parent her baby sister anymore?

After the kids were finally asleep the tears began to fall. We were
overwhelmed with sadness for the children and honestly afraid that we had
taken on more than we could handle. As the days and months passed, things
settled down and we were able to get into a routine. We soon learned that
their mother was pregnant again and we were asked if we would take him, too,
when he was born. We were certainly nervous about having four children, but
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again we wanted all of the siblings to have the chance to be together. And to
be honest, we were excited about the opportunity to love on a newborn since
we had struggled with infertility. We had a couple of months to prepare, but
when the baby came he shook up our world again. We were learning how to
care for a newborn, how to potty-train a toddler, how to teach a child to read,
and how to help with homework all at the same time. On top of those typical
household challenges, we had to learn how to cope with behavior issues
resulting from a childhood of trauma and how to interact with biological
parents that caused these issues for our
precious kids. We often felt completely
overwhelmed by the weight of it all on many
occasions.

The only way that we have been able
to make it through it all is with the strength
of the Lord, prayer, and with an incredible
support system. We have had so much
hands-on support from our families and
church family. It has been over three years
with our “foster” kids (now ages 9, 8, 4
and almost 3), and we can 't imagine our
family coming together in any other way.
We certainly can 't imagine going back to a
life without them. On March 20th, 2018,
after 1,148 days in foster care, our “foster”
children became our children.

Fostering has forever changed our
lives. Foster care has built our family, and
for that, we will be forever thankful. Foster
care has also opened our eyes to a painful
world that we otherwise wouldn 't haven t
seen personally. A world where families
are broken apart by addiction and poor
choices, where children are the protectors of
younger children, and a world where food is
scarce and safety even more so. We believe
that foster care will always be a part of our lives in some way and we hope to
continue to be a voice for the many children who are still waiting for someone
to speak up for them. Psalm 31: 8-9 tells us to “Speak up for those who
cannot speak for themselves, for the rights of all who are destitute. Speak up
and judge fairly; defend the rights of the poor and needy.”
